Neighbourhood Plan

3.1.1
Cllr Jane Murray notified Council of a meeting to be held on 13 June at Riverside between East Suffolk Council and the Parish Council to progress a consultation with Woods Meadow residents on Phases 3 and 4 of the development.  The meeting will also cover consultation on the establishment of the new Country Park.  An additional £8,000 is available for the inclusion of Woods Meadow in the Neighbourhood Plan.

Following a report to East Suffolk Council by Cllr Murray, a charge of 2 incidents of fly tipping on public land has now been made and a penalty of £1,479 applied to the guilty party, who been paid to take waste to a recycling centre but had instead fly tipped the rubbish in Camps Heath.

Around 4.00am on 29 April, fire fighters were called to a fire at a builder’s yard in Farrers Close, off Lime Avenue.  2 homes were evacuated and 3 fire crews were able to prevent the fire spreading to a nearby 10,000 litre diesel tank.

Fire fighters were called to 3 fires allegedly started on Oulton Marshes.  Concern was expressed at the damage to wildlife and habitats and the waste of fire service time and resources.
